Santa Clarita Woodlands Park — Ed Davis Park at Towsley Canyon

Ed Davis Park in Towsley Canyon, named for former State Senator Ed Davis, who
championed the preservation of Towsley Canyon, offers visitors a peaceful haven just west
of the I-5 between the Santa Clarita and San Fernando Valleys. Trails for hiking, mountain
biking, and equestrian use lead visitors through an astonishing variety of habitat types.
Notable park features include spectacular water-worn rock formations in Towsley Gorge,
year-round Towsley Creek, scenic trail viewpoints, and oak woodland.
